International Ice Sculptures Festival “Ice Fantasy” is taking place already for the 11th year. The festival will occur in Khabarovsk, Far East of Russia. During this time the competition was attended by teams from different countries: The Netherlands, South Korea, France, Malaysia, China, Japan, Finland, Portugal, Spain, New Zealand, Latvia, Lithuania, Russia.

PURPOSES AND AIMS OF XI  INTERNATIONAL ICE SCULPTURE CONTEST “ICE FANTASY”

AIMS OF CONTEST 

· Exposure and development of creative potential of young artists and professional ice carving artist

· Exchange of the artistic experience with international artists in the sphere of ice art

PARTICIPATORS

Professional artists and sculptors, independent artists, students and teachers of art colleges and universities.

JURY OF CONTEST

Jury forms by professional artists and sculptors and representatives of Khabarovsk territory organization “Union of Russian Artists” and get approval by Khabarovsk Territory Government. Each judge puts down a point from the five-point scale. Total point is sum of all judges’ points for every criteria of chosen category.

AWARDING

XI INTERNATIONAL ICE SCULPTURE CONTEST “ICE FANTASY” awards:

1st place – 1200 EUR

2nd place – 900 EUR

3rd place – 650 EUR

3 Special prizes 250 EUR will award participators and winners.

No taxes will be deducted from prizes. Organizers will pay 38% income tax in addition to sums payable in prizes.

DEMANDS TO PARTICIPATORS

Team must fill in an application form. Team must present a sketch and a covering letter. Each participant is responsible for his own medical insurance. Each participant must have ITIN (Individual taxpayer identification number). Room service, bar, alcoholic beverages, long distance phone calls and any other personal expenses must be paid by participating team.

CONTEST PROGRAM
XI  INTERNATIONAL ICE SCULPTURE CONTEST “ICE FANTASY” will be held on architectural complex “ V.I.Lenin square of Khabarovsk city” from 19 January to 22 January 2012.

Each team  includes only two persons, or Single with or without Assistant (organizer can provide Assistant). Team must send an application form, initial draft sketch, category and name of sculpture must be sent to Khabarovsk before 10 December, 2011. 

Participants must indicate in application form their surname, occupation, year and place of birth, his phone number and country of present residence. 

After receiving an application form Ministry of  Foreign Affairs of Russia  will send an official invitation.
On the 1st day (19-01-2012) of contest will be held blitz-tournament (80 minutes will be given to create a sculpture).

Each team will receive a natural block of ice with dimension 1 x 1.5 x 0.4-0.6 m.

Each judge puts down a point from the three-point scale. Total point is sum of all judge’s points for every criteria of chosen category.

Results of blitz-tournament will be considered at final judgment.

TEAM COMPETITION: Each team will receive a natural block of ice with dimension 2 x 2 x 0.4-0.6 m.

Each judge puts down a point from the five-point scale. Total point is sum of all judge’s points for every criteria of chosen category.

GENERAL PARTICIPATION CONDITIONS

Each team will receive a natural block of ice with dimension 2 x 2 x 0.4-0.6 m.  Number will be chosen in casting of lots. The only materials allowed are ice, water, snow and original allotment of ice may be used in sculpture. No artificial decorations, coloring of ice and etc. will be allowed when judging the sculpture. At the end of each competition colored lights will provide sculptures.

Each team will work from 19 to 21 January 2012 from 09:00 till 21:00.

Sculptures should be shaped (carved) as much as possible in vertical dimension.

At the end of each competition team must completely remove all tools and debris and have the site ready for final representation and judging.

Transportation fares

Organizers will cover factual travel expenses (originals of tickets etc must be produced) covered as follows:

· European countries and Russia, Ukraine, Byelorussia – limited to EUR 500 per each participator:

· Organizers may cover expenses necessary to obtain visa (if necessary).

Artists arriving and departing from Khabarovsk  will be picked up and transferred.
